Woodland Trail

Tall conifers combine with deciduous trees to create
a shady woodland with riverside walks. The Park has
its area of beech wood, carpeted with wild garlic

in the spring, mirroring the woodlands of the nearby
Cotswold scarp.
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Wide open spaces and a variety of play structures mean
that children can run and play safely in the children’s
play area. Sited on the slope above the leisure centre there
are views of the surrounding countryside towards Painswick,

along the Golden Valley and to Rodborough Common.
